Wilderness First Aid 
 
If you are planning a trek to Philmont, Boundary Waters or other High 
Adventure bases, you are required to have a Wilderness First Aid certified 
adult with you.  This certification must be within two years of your trek.   
All tour permit applications require this information!!! 
 
Even if you are a qualified first-aider, you’ll need this 16 hour certification 
course to assure you are prepared with the latest protocols for Safe Scouting.  
 
When – October 23&24, 2010; 8 hours on each of Saturday and Sunday. 
(Next chance April 9 & 10, 2011 and May 21 & 22, 2011)
